When We Dare to Believe

Recently, Operation Blessing

In the crowd of more than 700 
families, I saw a man who had 
come through the line dragging 
a plastic bin filled with food and 
supplies. He paused in front of me 
and grabbed his back, obviously 
in pain. My first inclination was, I 
need to help him carry that load. 
But then I thought, Wouldn’t it be 
great if he were healed? 

In that moment, I didn’t need a 
Word of Knowledge from God. I 
didn’t need an angel to come down 
and give me special instructions. I 
only needed to believe what Jesus 
had already said: These signs will 
follow those who believe ... they will 
lay hands on the sick, and they will 
recover (Mark 16:17,18 nkjv).

I asked the man if I could pray 
for him. He then told me he had a 
five-inch piece of metal in his back. 

From a human perspective, 

something like that could make  
us shrink back in fear or unbelief; 
but does a five-inch piece of metal  
make it harder for God to work? 
Luke 1:37 tells us that with God, 
nothing will be impossible, so I 
laid hands on the man and I 
prayed. Then he stood up straight 
and said, “Wow! The pain’s gone!” 

We shouldn’t be surprised by 
miracles. So often we want the 
revelation before the obedience. 
We want to say, “God, give me the 
revelation of how to heal people; 
then I’ll go and do it.” It really 
works the other way around. 
When you dare to step out in 
faith – understanding that in your 
weakness His strength is made 
perfect – the revelation comes, and 
then you see the healing. This is the 
life of faith. May God bless you as 
you venture out in faith, bringing 
the miracle of God’s power to the 
people around you.
